COMMERCIAL AVAILABILITIES

Each Electric Christmas ‘hour’is 52 minutes long,
broken into four roughly equal segments of
approximately 13 minutes each. Detailed
segment times and songs are listed in the
manual that accompanies the tapes. Your station
has 8 minutes to fill with news, commercials,

etc.

This clock diagram shows how the segments
would be distributed if you ran four commercial
breaks of 2 minutes each per hour. These breaks
would occur roughly 13,28, 43,and 58 minutes
into each hour.
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
